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For families to do together
Take turns describing angels. Gather what-
ever art supplies you have on hand and 
spend time creating angel images together. 

For younger kids
Do you know any babies? With the parents’ 
permission, spend some time playing with 
the baby. See if you can make the baby laugh. 

For older kids
Look for images of angels online. See how 
many different ideas about the way angels 
look you can discover. What roles do they 
play? In other words, what are all the differ-
ent things they do?

Spend a few moments paying 
attention to how it feels, how it looks and how 
little it is. Now imagine putting it on God, the 
creator of the universe, and holding God in your 
loving arms. 

Ear Spark
Sing as many gentle hymns, Sunday school 
songs and camp songs as you know. Sing them 
for the baby Jesus. 
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
